Prehistory: Rock paintings and skis preserved in bogs show that hunters and trappers used 

skis at least 5000 years ago, but skis are even older than that: As glaciers retreated, stone 

age hunters followed reindeer and elk herds from central Asia's Altai region, moving to the 

northwest and northeast, using skis covered with fur that worked like modern climbing skins. 

Skis came to be used across the Eurasian arctic regions.
